MAS, also known as Officina Meccanica Armando
’( Simoni was founded by Italian Knight Armando Simoni

in Bologna in 1925.
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Belng a passionate lover for Greek culture, art and craftsmanship, as
well as a great enthusiast of the pen world, Armando Simoni injected
his own creativity, knowledge and techniques in pen-making into all his
creations after he founded OMAS, which was still a small workshop
back then. He also made use of his knowledge in the culture of
Greece when making pens, such that every piece of his creations
looks unigue and classic.

Both the briliance of the craftsmanship of OMAS and the founder’s
noble status had a positive effect on the small workshop, which soon
gained wide support from the most demanding collectors around the
world and became a company of international renown. After Armando
Simoni’s death in 1958, his daughter Raffaglaa and her husband
Angelo Malaguit took over the company, and in 1983, Gianluca
Malaguit Simoni started working alongside his mother. Together, they
perpetuated Simoni's spirit and philosophy in pen-making.

Today, the fame of OMAS has even spread to Greater China,
especially through some of its creations that feature a strong oriental
charisma. From ltaly, to Greece, and all the way to China, OMAS
keeps amazing the world by its design, handcratfting, use of precious
materials and innovation.
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
